Over the past five years, the Singing Men, along with the Heritage Singers — a fine women’s chorale, have
sung in concert with several notable artists:  George Beverly Shea, Don Hustad, Ken Medema, Cynthia
Clawson, Bruce Greer, Charles Gray, the Glen Ellyn Children’s Chorus, Larry Dalton, and the Oakbrook
Terrace Salvation Army Band. 

In May 2003, the two groups featured Daniel Rodriguez — the singing policeman from New York — at two
concerts in Edman Chapel in Wheaton.  They later performed with Conductor Erich Kunzel, the Ravinia
Festival Orchestra, and special guest Daniel Rodriguez at Ravinia Festival’s Labor Day Spectacular.

For the 20th Anniversary May 21 concert, many former members of the Singing Men are returning.  They
will participate in several selections directed by former directors Devon Hollingsworth and Jack
Schrader, along with current director Wendell Borrink.
